Gifts  of  the  Spirit

Word  of  Wisdom
• The  Word  of  Wisdom   is  in  operation   when   information   is  provided   to  
someone   in  order   to  achieve  a  desired  outcome.
• It  is  the  Lord  giving  you  information  of  how  to  put  knowledge  
obtained   into  action.
• 2  Kings  5:1-­14

Word  of  Knowledge
• The  Word  of  Knowledge   will  give  the  believer   exact  information   on  a  
situation  or  circumstance.    
• The  Lord   tells  a  man  named   Cornelius   the  exact  location  of  the  
Apostle  Peter   (Acts  10:1-­20)
• The  deception  of  Ananias  and  his  wife  Sapphira is  revealed   (Acts  
5).

Gift  of  Faith
• As  Christians,  we  all  have  a  measure   of  faith. But  the  Gift  of  Faith  
is  an  extraordinary   belief   that  the  Lord   is  able   to  do  something  
which  seems  impossible.  
• Believers  who  have  the  Gift  of  Faith  are  an   inspiration   to  the  Body  
of  Christ. They  have  the  ability  to  lift  others  up  simply  by  standing  
on  what  they  believe   the  Lord   is  able   to  do.

Gift  of  Faith
• The  Gift  of  Faith  has  to  be   in  operation   in  order   for  a  miracle  to  
happen   (Matthew   21:21-­22).
• This  gift  is  usually  followed   by  a  great   move  of  God.
• The  centurion's  servant   is  healed   (Luke  7:1-­10)
• The  Hebrew   servants  are   thrown   into  the   fiery  furnace   (Daniel   3:1-­
30).

Gifts  of  Healings
• The  Gifts  of  Healings  are  provided   unto   the  Body  of  Christ  so  that  
we  may  be  made  whole   in  our  physical  body.
• In  the  infinite  wisdom  of  the  Almighty  God,  he  knew  that  we  would  
be  attacked  in  our  bodies.    With  these  gifts,  we  are  able   to  recover  
and  continue  on  our  mission  to  spread   to  the  Gospel  of  the  Lord  
Jesus  Christ.

Gifts  of  the  Healings
• There   are  various  ways  in  which   these  gifts  can  be  in  operation.
• Prayer  and  anointing   with  oil  (James  5:14-­15)
• Prayer  and   laying  on  of  hands  (Acts  28:7-­9)
• A  word  spoken   in  faith  and  received   in  faith  (Acts  3:1-­8,  Acts  14:8-­
10)
